How to format MAC films:

1. for the occular films: DV PAL 768x576 compressed to MJPEG

2. fort he projected films: HDV 720p 1280x720 compressed to MJPEG

How to start the program

1. Turn on power switch in the back of Media Player or press power button on front of PC (lower button). A blue light comes on.
PC IS NOT ON

2. Wait till the 2 linux Penguins appear. Harddrive activity (orange light) is heavy.
SYSTEM IS NOW BOOTING

3. It will start up and one will see the first playstate 1 (A1.mov-A5.mov and HD_A.mov) after 1 minute. Harddrive activity (orange light) is heavy.
MEDIAPLAYER SOFTWARE IS NOW RUNNING 

How to switch to the next movies

1. F1 or interface short of pin  1 will show playstate 1 (HD_A.mov)

2. F2 or interface short of pin  2 will show playstate 2 (HD_B.mov)

3. F3 or interface short of pins 1+2 will show playstate (HD_C.mov)

4. F4 or interface short of pin  3 will show HD_D.mov

5. F5 or interface short of pins 3+1 will show HD_E.mov

6. F6 or timeout of 10minutes will show Attrack Loop  HD_F.mov

7. Interface short of pin 5 will show a playstate randomly if attract loop is playing.

How to scale or position occular films:

Choose film:

SPACE (red blinking cursor in Occularfilm indicates which film is selected)

SPACE, SPACE to move to next film

Position film:

Press home to select the middle red-blinking box. Activate mouse on wireless keyboard by pressing trackball. Hold left top key on wireless keyboard while moving trackball on right top of Keyboard. Move the film to another position

Scale film: 
With up, down arrows choose blinking red box of a corner of film, with the mouse move the box and scale the film.

Save configuration: 

Press S for saving the current film positioning.

Stop editing:

Press ESC to leave editing mode.

How to shut down PC

1. Press „T“ on keyboard and wait.

2. or Press „Q“ on keyboard to enter commandline mode. Login. 
then type       halt ENTER

3. Then switch off Media Player and Monitor/Projector

How to reboot PC

1. Press „R“ on keyboard and wait.

Video Updates (copy files)

1. Quit mediaplayer to commandline by pressing „Q“

2. Login  using root as username and popcorn as password.

3. Plugin the USB drive into the front connectors (open little door to see them).

4. Run the command:
./usb2disk.sh

5. The command accepts one commandline parameter to filter the files by name. Example: copy all HD movies
./usb2disk.sh HD
Example: copy one SD movie
./usb2disk.sh C3

6. Remove USB drive.

Video Updates (convert videos)

7. Quit mediaplayer to commandline by pressing „Q“

8. Login  using root as username and popcorn as password.

9. Run the command:
./disk2video.sh

10. The command accepts one commandline parameter to filter the files by name. Example: convert all HD movies
./disk2video.sh HD
Example: convert one SD movie
./disk2video.sh C3

11. The files are on the /video drive and can be listed using the command
ls –l /video

Other Hints

To complete a line one can use TAB For example:

cp/mnt/cdrom/B1.mov type cp/mnt/cdrom/B1 TAB

Wireless Keyboard and Stick on back of Mediaplayer must be connected like a wireless mouse by pressing both buttons at the same time. Mayby get 2 new AAA Batteries for keyboard. PC must be on (so the dongle has power).

Effects on the MAC-Films: First Deinterlace then put effect ontop (try with turning scene as an example)

To see all converted video files starting with A showing sizes and dates:

  ls –l /video/A*

To rename files use:

  mv oldfilename newfilename

To remove a file use:

  rm filename

Cloning PCs with Knoppix

Connect the PCs with the cross-over RJ45 cable on the back ethernet connector. The lights build into the socket should be on when both PCs are on.

On both PCs (source and target) perform the following:

1. Turn off PCs.

2. Boot PC and quickly place Knoppix DVD into drive. The PC should now boot into the Knoppix distribution.

3. Open a terminal screen (monitor icon in taskbar).

4. Switch to superuser mode by entering command
su
5. Configure the network interface eth1 by typing
network-config

6. Use eth1 as interface and the IP 192.168.1.100 (target) and 192.168.1.200 (source).

7. Test connectivity using:
ping 192.168.1.100 (from the source to the target)

On the target, setup the servers that write to the disk:

1. nc –l –p 9000 | dd of=/dev/sda

On source, send the data:

1. dd if=/dev/sda | nc 192.168.1.100 9000

Wait. The time is about 2-4 hours. The source commandline will appear again when the transfer is completed. The Stopp the target server with CTRL+C. 

Repeat procedure for he second drive /dev/sdb (i.e. repeat the last two steps by replacing sda with sdb).

Always clone both disks (never just one) because they form a RAID array.

Reboot PCs by typing in „reboot“ on the commandline and removing the Knoppix DVD when possible.

Troubleshooting

Wireless Keyboard

If there are reliability issues with the keyboard, here are a few tips:

- Make sure the USB dongle is plugged in and not shielded completely by metal.

- Keyboard needs to be turned on. (Little switch on top edge of keyboard.)

- Connect keyboard and dongle by pressing both buttons (on keyboard back and on dongle) at the same time.

- Try to use the other keyboard (there are two). If  keyboards are switched, the old keyboard should be turned off and the new one needs to be "reconnected".

What may also help with a stuck keyboard is:

- activate the mouse by pressing the trackball

- hitting repeated times the enter key (like 10-20 times)

- unplugging the USB dongle for the keyboard and then plugging it back in
